Schedule of the day:

e Drop off between 9.00-9.30 (All adults need to sign their children in before leaving)

e 9.45-16.00 All children participate in Ski or Snowboard lessons (chosen on booking), Toboggan, Sno-
Tube and Viper. All children are provided with a hot meal at lunch time with unlimited water and
squash offered throughout the day.

e 16.00 Collection

Drop off and collection:

Our activity leaders will meet you in the Alpine Lodge from 9.00am which can be accessed through our main
reception. You will be required to sign your child/children in and fill out any necessary paperwork. At this point
you will be asked for a password for when you collect your child/children. If someone is picking them up on
your behalf, they will need to know the password. You are required to pick up your child/children at 16.00.
